In preparing for a nursing home devotional the other day, 
I looked at the gospel reading for January 22.  Included in 
the Mark 1:14-20 lesson, was Jesus' invitation, 'Follow 
me & I will make you 
become fishers of men 
(people).' During this 
Lenten season, which begins 
with Ash Wednesday, 
February 22, Jesus' words 
are once again appropriate 
for us, as he calls us to be his followers, renewing our 
commitment to him, as we journey through Lent 2012. 
 

In these verses, Jesus is calling Andrew & his brother, 
Simon.  'Follow me, & you will no longer be seeking fish, 
but people!' The very next verse gives their answer . . . 
their response. Ready? 'And immediately they left their 
nets & followed him.'  The following verse has Jesus 
calling James & his brother, John, likewise to follow.  
Their response?  'And they left their father, Zebedee, in 
the boat with the hired servants & followed him!' 
 

This is one of those accounts where we turn the page 
to see if there is more. We look for Andrew & Simon's 
conversation with each other.  Who is this Jesus?  We 
don't know much about him!  Why us?  Should we be 
asking our parents if this is okay?   What if they say no, 
or suggest that we visit a psychiatrist, or life counselor, 
before leaving everything & following this man, Jesus.  
Should we be taking a vocation interest test before 
giving our answer?  And look at James' & John's 
response. They left dad, Zebedee, in the boat, along 
with the hired fishermen & took off.  'Boys, where are 
you going?  There's work to be done right here . . . 
mending nets; helping me catch fish, cleaning & selling 
them.   It's our livelihood.  Don't leave me stranded!!! 
Boys . . . boys . . . bye boys . . . good luck! 
 

Where are the four soon-to-be-
disciples excuses?  Didn't they 
have soccer games to play? 
What about a date? Didn't any of 
them have girl friends? Would 
they be missing their 
synagogue's dartball games? 
Their team was counting on 
them!! Did they remember to get 
a substitute liturgist for the next 
Sabbath worship? And what 
about packing some clothes for 
their new life with Jesus? 

 

 
 
 
All the gospel says is, 'Immediately . . . immediately 
they left their nets & followed Jesus!' Wow!! My 
goodness!!! How could they? 
 

Lent, 2012 invites us, once again, to renew our vows of 
baptism, our affirming those promises & making them 
our own, through confirmation.  Lent offers us the 
opportunity to commit & re-commit ourselves to the one 
who said, 'Won't you watch (and pray) with me one 
hour?'  The one who said that we are to love God, with all 
our heart, soul, mind & strength & to love our neighbor as 
we love ourselves.' The one who said,'Feed the hungry; 
clothe the naked; visit the sick & those in prison!'    
 

What will our response be?  'And immediately they 
began seeking new ways of loving & serving God, their 
neighbor & themselves!'
