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Advent and then, hurray, Christmas !

The Season of Advent is always a 
special time; a waiting time; a 
preparing time; an advent (urous), 
expectant time.  Much of Advent 
2014 is during December.  
 
Advent, this year, starts on November 30, with 
Sundays 2-4 during December. My suggestion is that 
you prepare ahead, for our Advent worship, by reading 
the texts we'll be using in our sermons. 
 
In case your Trumpet arrives in November, the 
first  Sunday of Advent text is Isaiah 64:1-9. December 
7th  the text is Mark 1:1-8; December 14 th  will be 
Isaiah 61:1-4, 8-11. December 21 st, the 
fourth  Sunday of Advent will be the Christmas 
program.  
 
Looking ahead to the Christmas Eve services:  5 pm the 
text is Luke 2:1-14 and at 9 pm, it will be John 1:1-14. 
No matter which Christmas Eve service you attend, you 
might want to read the Luke 2 and John 1 passages, to 
engage two very different forms of the Christmas story. 
Each is significant, each powerful in its own way. 
 
Are there traditions your family follows during 

Advent? Some light an Advent 
candle each Sunday: the 
candles of Hope, Peace, Joy 
and Love. That would be a 
good time to read the 
suggested texts. Others 
have an Advent calendar 
and open one window each 
day.  Some calendars have a 
Bible passage for each day 
of Advent;   others suggest 
some appropriate activity 
for your family to engage in 
daily.  Still other families 
choose to become more pro-
active and ring a Salvation 
Army bell; help with Hope 

Center meals; make a special 
contribution to Hebron House 

of Hospitality, Hope Center, the Waukesha Food 
Pantry, or some other worthwhile charity.  How about 
baking cookies and taking them to one of our 
homebound members, or a neighbor? 

 
 
 
It is so easy to celebrate Christmas, and then 
on December 26th or 27th have life return to 
'normal'  (abnormal), as if Christmas never happened. 
While you're doing your Advent/Christmas tradition, 
how about giving thought as to how your individual 
and family life will, this year, be different, following 
Christmas? What long-term daily change are you 
wanting/needing/desiring to make?   
 
Wouldn't it be great if Advent/Christmas 2014 brought 
about some significant change, which allows you to 
say, "wow, Christmas truly is a celebration of Jesus, 
more than his birth, but his loving example; his 
teachings that we care for those with basic needs. 
 
May you experience a most Jesus-centered December, 
January, etc. 

 
PS: Worship on Sunday, December 28th  will center 
on 'The Continuing Meaning of Christmas'. 
December  25 th  through  January  5 th  is the season 
of the church year called Christmastide. Let's 
extend our Christmas celebration with Christmas-
spirit stories and readings.
