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Youth Ministry

As I prepare to leave for the youth mission trip, I 
am reflecting on the hard work that so many of you 
did to raise money for the trip. Last year the 
mission trip to Minneapolis cost around $7,000. 
That includes $258 per student for room, board & 
program expenses at YouthWorks! Even when 
we've done trip on our own, we haven't been able 
to beat that price. Plus when we adults get to the 
YouthWorks! site, our work is largely done. The 6 
or 7 young people who work at the site take over 
planning our work & the worship & bible study that 
is central to any Mission trip. 
 
The things we will be doing in Raleigh are . . . work 

at  the Raleigh Food Pantry, 
work with children at a Kids 
Klub where we will lead 
songs, high energy games & 
help with reading skills & at 
a thrift store  that raises  
money for North Raleigh 
Ministries  which provides  
help with utility bills, food, 
clothing & case management 
for low income folks.  
 

 

 
 
 

 
We will also be hanging out & 
throwing Frisbees at "Pullen 
Park" on the NC State campus, 
visit ing Carousel Farms Rodeo, 
worshiping at an African American Church & on 
Thursday we work at an evening cook out for folks 
who are low income & some who are homeless. 
 
We raised, through various fund-raisers, about $5,000, 
leaving only $2,000 to pull from the Youth Fund. The 
youth fund was established by folks working at the 
Lions club Corn Roast at State Fair back in the days 
when there were more youth & adults willing to do 
that. We have only been able to run one shift in recent 
years.  We'll keep trying. But the youth fund still has 
about $10,000 in it which is available for our use. We 
also use this fund for camp scholarships (we pay half 
the tuition for campers from our congregation). 
 
Our youth has been asking for more youth meetings & 
events. I hope to be much more intentional about 
coordinating this come fall. We have several folks 
who are willing to help with this, so I have every 
reason to believe that our efforts will be successful 
this coming year. 
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Don't Know Much about History  
(Church History, that is! United Church of Christ Facts) 
Minister of Visitation, Ralph D. Schultz 
 

An article in the current issue of Christian Century (July 
12) is entitled, 'Don't Know much about HistoÒÙȦɊȭȢ  )Ô 
begins . . . 
 

American students don't know much about their 
country's history, according to results of a   nationwide 
test released last month.  Most fourth graders couldn't 
say why Abraham Lincoln was 
important.  Only 2 percent of high 
school seniors could name the social 
problem that the Supreme Court 
addressed in Brown v. Board of 
Education. (read to the very end). 
 

That got me to thinking!  How much do 
we, as members & friends of the United 
Church of Christ, know about our UCC?  My 
'age' helps me, as does the fact that my 
father was a UCC pastor, & pastor of an 
Evangelical (E) Church, one of the denominations 
which merged to form our UCC.  Dad use to speak of 
Mitchell Whiterabbit.  Who?  He was an 'E", native 
American pastor, concerned about orphaned 
Winnebago Indian children, thus he began the 
Winnebago Children's Home in Neillsville.  Dad 
frequently attended meetings at Deaconess Hospital, 
downtown Milwaukee, on Wisconsin Avenue.  All the 
Deaconess Hospitals, throughout the US, were started 
by our church.  Dad was also President of the 
Benevolent Corporation for a good many years.  What's 
that, you ask?  While serving Bethany UCC, Milwaukee, 
he chaired the Corporation which 'oversaw' the 
operations of the Cedar Lake Home, New Glarus Home 
& Fairhaven (Whitewater). 
 

Rev. Harold Auler, on occasion, would be a guest in our 
home.  Who was Harold Auler?  He served as a 
missionary of our church in San Pedro Sula, Honduras, 
running the mission, our church had & still has there.  
He was one of approximately 225 missionaries our 
church had serving throughout the world. 
 

 Don't know much about history, 
church history, life in our UCC (& its 
predecessor denominations)?  Read on. 
 

The Congregational Church (another of 
the denominations forming our UCC), 
in l700 produced the first anti-slavery 
pamphlet, laying the foundation for the 
abolitionist movement. 

 

 
 
 
 

In l853, Antoinette Brown was the 
first woman ordained as a 
Christian minister, serving a 
Christian congregation.  This was 
not without controversy.  At  her 
ordination, the ordaining pastor quoted the New 
Testament, 'There is neither male nor female, for you 
are all one in Christ Jesus.' 
 

It was l976, when Rev. Joseph Evans became the first 
African-American pastor, to serve as president of a 
racially integrated denomination, namely our UCC. 
 

Did you know that our UCC has eight seminaries & 
some 20 colleges, three being in WI:  Lakeland (near 
Sheboygan), Northland (Ashland) & Beloit College. 
 

If you read this far, congratulations!   Now hear my 
'humble pie' confession, admitting to Googling for 
details of the Brown v. Board of Ed.  I knew it had to do 
with integration,  but didn't know the details.   Have 
fun looking up the historical account.
