In the end Jonah had to go
to Nineveh, the city where his work was located. But before he
got there, he was thrown overboard from a ship, swallowed up
by a large fishandthen vomited onto solid ground. That's dot

Jonah was running because Nineveh wdangerous,n his
eyes, corruptand unsafe for his line of work. He was prepared
to pay tolls to commute to a faraway city called Tarshish,
rather than go to work in thetown near his community.

Many of our own communities today are caught in "Nineveh”
cycles of violence, isolation, poverty, poor healtand fear.
Communities inundated with violence face challenges trying to
establishand maintain grocery stores, health pofessionals,
quality teachersand businesses that will invest in employment
and educational, economi@nd ecological revitalization.

People need safe opportunities to live, workand play. Violence
is a public health issueand a spiritual one. It impactsthe
