James Gorman 
 

Laurie DeMoss of the New Berlin Historical Society 
got me going on an interesting project. The Historical 
Society is spearheading the re-dedication of the old 
cemetary that belonged to the original New Berlin 
Church, part of which merged into the E & R Church 
here in Waukesha. 
 
She & I talked on the phone 
about the origins of that church 
& she pointed out to me that 
originally there was a church, 
founded in 1843 or so & that the 
members of that church were 
from a mixture of Lutheran & 
Reformed churches in Germany 
& Switzerland. These Lutheran & 
Reformed farmers worshipped 
together from 1843 until 1863 
when they affiliated with a new denomination in 
Milwaukee.  They felt the need to have a 
denominational affiliation so that they could call 
pastors whose credentials had been verified. As a 
result, 17 members of the Reformed background 
were asked-encouraged-forced to leave & form their 
own church. 
 
I was then interested in looking at the church’s 
history which is in our archives. This history was 
written sometime in the late 1860s & the paragraph 
that describes the split is blunt. This is my translation 
of that paragraph: 
 

This [Lutheran] Synod …, which in her youth 
was not so narrow-minded began to more 
closely examine itself & over time turned to a 
strict Lutheranism & in the year 1863 at the  
 

 
annual Synodical meeting, this congregation 
in New Berlin was discussed.  

 
At that Synodical meeting, it was decided that this 
little congregation of Farmers needed to be brought 
into the line of this strict Lutheranism & needed to 

use the Lutheran Catechism 
exclusively in its confirmation 
program.  If the congregation was 
not able to do that, it needed to 
leave the denomination.  
 
Several pastors were brought in 
to enforce that Synodical ruling, 
but by the end of the year 1863, 
17 members, who refused to 
conform, left the church to form 
the German Reformed Church of 

New Berlin. 
 
The German word, “engherzig” pictured above, was 
used to describe the Synodical frame of mind which 
resulted in the departure of these 17 members.  It 
means “narrow-minded.” Evidently, these farmers 
were willing to worship together despite their 
different roots, but the Synod stepped in & forced 
them apart. 
 
In Germany in 1817 (Prussia at the time) the King of 
Prussia ruled that the Lutheran & Reformed Churches 
would be merged to form one state Church.  That 
Church exists today as the United Evangelical Church. 
And ironically, through a series of mergers here in 
this country, the Evangelical & Reformed Church was 
brought into being.

Sometimes a story says it all. Here’s one. 
 

One day a teacher asked her students 
to list the names of the other students 

in the class on two sheets of 
paper, leaving a space between 

each name. Then she told them 
to think of the nicest thing 

they could say about each of 
their classmates. As each left 

class, they gave the paper to their 
teacher. 

 
Over the weekend, the teacher wrote down the name 
of each student on a separate sheet of paper & listed 
what everyone had said about that individual. 
 
On Monday, she gave each student his or her list. 
Before long, the entire class was 
smiling. ‘Really?’ she heard whispered. 
‘I never knew that I meant anything to 
anyone?’ & ‘I didn’t know that others 
liked me so much,’ were some of the 
comments. 
 
No one ever mentioned those papers in 
class again. She never knew they 
discussed them after class or with their 
parents, but it didn’t matter. The 
students were happy with themselves & 
with one another. That group of students moved on. 
 
Several years later, one of the students was killed in 
Vietnam & his teacher attended the funeral. She had 
never seen a serviceman in a military coffin before. 
The church was packed with his friends. One by one 
those who loved him came up to the coffin. The 
teacher was the last one, before the family. As she 
stood at the coffin, one of the soldiers, who acted as 
pallbearer, came up to her. ‘Were you Mark’s math 
teacher?,’ he asked. She nodded ‘yes!’ Then he said, 
‘Mark talked about you a lot!’ 
 
After the funeral, most of Mark’s former classmates 
went together to a luncheon. Mark’s mother & father 
were there, waiting to speak with his teacher. ‘We 
want to show you something’, his father said, taking a 
wallet out of his pocket. ‘They found this on Mark  
 

 
 
 
when he was killed. We thought you might recognize  
it.’ Opening the billfold, he carefully 
removed two worn pieces of 
notebook paper that had 
obviously been taped, folded & 
refolded many times. The teacher 
knew, without looking, that the papers 
were the ones on which she had listed all the good 
things each of Mark’s classmates had said about him. 
 
‘Thank you so much for doing that,’ mark’s mother 
said. ‘As you can see, Mark treasured it.’ All of 
Mark’s former classmates started to gather around. 
Charlie smiled rather sheepishly & said, ‘I still have 
my list. It’s in the drawer of my desk at home.’ John’s 
wife said, ‘John asked me to put his in our wedding 
album.’ ‘I have mine too,’ Marilyn said. ‘It’s in my 
diary.’  

 
Then Vicki, another classmate, 
reached into her pocketbook, took 
out her wallet & showed her worn & 
frazzled list to the group. ‘I carry this 
with me at all times,’ she said. ‘I 
think we all saved ours!’ Others 
nodded in agreement. 
 
Hearing what all her former students 
had said & done, as a result of this 

simple exercise, the teacher sat down 
& wept. She wept both out of sadness for Mark & all 
his friends & to think that the students had cherished 
‘their lists’ so deeply. 
 
What are we to learn from this true story? 
Perhaps - that we value people 
far more than we tell them. 
Maybe it’s that we’re so busy, 
we don’t take time to say 
‘thank you;’ or Ȭ) ÌÏÖÅ ÙÏÕȦ’ or 
‘you really are a valued 
friend!’ 
 
Summer is about over & we’re getting 
back into our fall routine, both as the church & in our 
family life. Let’s make sure we remember the story of 
Mark & take time; make time to share our 
appreciation for others.
