A major focus of the "Vitality Committee" & the 
"Turnaround Church" program through the statewide 
church has been reaching out to unchurched folks. So, in our 
attempt at getting new folks to attend & become involved in 
E & R church we're not so much stealing from other 
churches as we are asking folks who 
don't go to church to experiment 
with the Christian Community we 
have here at E & R. 
 

In order to do that, however, we 
need to understand who the 
unchurched folks are & why would 
they find our community of faith an 
appealing place to land & take up 
spiritual residence. Carey Nieuwhof is lead pastor of 
Connexus Community Church north of Toronto, Canada. He 
has a marvelous Blog on church leadership & reaching out 
to those who are not worshipping on Sundays. One of his 
Blogs is entitled "15 Characteristics of Unchurched Folks". 
I'll just pick out 7 of them for this month's reading: The full

1. They feel less guilty than you think Ȣ 4ÈÅÙ ÄÏÎȭÔ ÆÅÅÌ 
any more guilty about not being in church on Sunday than 
you feel guilty about not being in synagogue on 
Saturdays. How many Saturdays do you feel badly about

badly about missing church.  
 

2. Occasional is Regular . Unchurched people don't tend to 
do regular anything. They will attend irregularly until they 
find ways to connect more deeply into the life of the 
congregation. That is also true of many of our younger 
members. One of the reasons that our attendance is lower 
than in years past is that younger folks don't or can't attend 
as regularly as older generations. Life gets in the way. 
 

3. They are not real sure what "Christian" means . In 
fact, they may not have any understanding about the 
history of the church in general. This again is true of 
many of our folks who are already members. When a  

 

 
friend asks what sort of "Religion" are you, many of us 
have this pain in our gut as if to say that we really should 
know, but can't explain. Unchurched folks know even less 
& we should be understanding. 
 

4. You can't call them back to something they've never 
known . This is important. Most unchurched 
folks are spiritual & need--and in many cases 
want--a spiritual home. Some churches embark 
on a strategy to "call them home" to their roots. 
However, most folks who are not members of 
churches have NEVER been members of 
churches & increasingly their parents are also 
not members of churches. We need to be patient 
& understanding in our outreach to them. 

 

5. Unchurched folks  don't really care about the details of 
our church's history  or even its theological tradition. Our 
recent argument about whether to leave the Heidelberg 
Catechism in our church's constitution would leave them with 
a vacuous stare. This pains me because I love history & the 
history of the instruments we used to pass on the Christian 
faith in our setting. But we could never lead with the 
explanation that we are "Reformed" or "Lutheran" or 
"Presbyterian" or what have you. They just want a 
community of faith to be a part of & they want that 
community to be faithful to what they clearly believe. 
 

6. Brand loyalty is gone . My father was a "Chevy" man & 
we always had Chevrolets during my childhood. Those days 
are gone. People don't usually pick a church because of its 
denominational heritage. They come (and stay) because 
they find warmth & acceptance & integrity of purpose. 
 

7. Some want to be anonymous & some don't . So we 
need to be flexible in the way we welcome folks. The "on-
ramp" needs to be varied. For example having visitors & 
other new folks stand & introduce themselves on 
a Sunday morning might be a warm & inviting thing to do 
for some & an utter terror for others. 
 

So, keep your eyes & ears out & when you meet someone 
you don't know . . . introduce yourself but don't push. Just 
let them know that you're so glad that they are here.

Continuing our thinking 
about the beautiful stained 
glass windows, in the 
worship area, we turn to the 
wind ow depicting Jesus & 
his disciples, the sacrament 
of Holy Communion.  
  
The communion window 
shows Jesus 'at the head of 
the table', with the twelve 
disciples gathered 
around.  The first time I saw 
the window, I remarked that 
it reminded me of some of 
my confirmation classes over 
the years (notice the eyes of 
the disciples, in various 
stages of 'awakeness' or 
sleepiness!) 
  
The Heidelberg Catechism, familiar to many of you, 
asks the question (#75):  How art thou admonished 
& assured in the Lord's Supper, that thou art a 
partaker of that one sacrifice of Christ, accomplished 
on the cross & of all His benefits? (still awake?)  
 
Some will recall the memorized answer, 'Thus, that 
Christ has commanded me & all believers, to eat of 
this broken bread & to drink of this cup, in 
remembrance of Him;  adding these promises:  First, 
that His body was offered & broken on the cross for 
me & His blood, shed for me, as certainly as I see 
with my eyes the bread of the Lord broken for me & 
the cup communicated to me;  & furth er, that He 
feeds & nourishes my soul to everlasting life,  with 
His crucified body & shed blood, as assuredly, as I 
receive from the hands of the minister & taste with 
my mouth the bread & cup of the Lord, as certain 
signs of the body & blood of Christ. 
  
The Evangelical Catechism, from the 'E' side of E & R 
Church, asks (#125):  What is the Lord's Supper?  
  
The Lord's Supper is the sacrament by which we 
receive the body & blood of our Lord Jesus Christ as 
the nourishment of our new life, strengthen the 
fellowship with Christ & all believers & confess that 
he has died for us.  
  
 
 

 
 
 

Today, in observing & 
celebrating Holy Communion, 
we invite to the table, all who 
have been baptized. We focus 
not only on the forgiveness of 
our sins (all that draws us 
away from  God, others & 
ourselves), but our being 
drawn to  God, others & ourselves. We celebrate the 
renewal which is offered us, the joy of living as Jesus 
has taught & given his example & as God has 
proclaimed throughout the scriptures. The  
common elements of bread & wine (common 
especially in Jesus' day) remind us of the simplicity, 
yet profound quality of communion. Jesus said, 'Eat & 
drink in remembrance of me'. 
  

Look at the Communion window; study it; be 
touched by its beauty & message.
