First of all, let me just say that this is such a cliché  . To 
start a year with a pastor's message about New Yearȭs 
resolutions . . . What's so Christian about that? 
 

Maybe not so Christian, but the Gospels especially are 
all about starting over in the most profound ways.  I 
suppose that such might be new resolutions. A resolve 
to do things in ways unlike those ways we've done 
before.  In the book of Revelation, the very last book of 
the Bible, we have the words "Behold, I make things 
new" . . . a stunning statement really.  Not in a new year 
so much as in a new millennium.  Well, not many of us 
are ready to make a statement for a thousand years, 
but suffice it to allow a statement for a year. 
 

But still, we have some faithful folks who are locked 
into a church of 40 years ago which will not do for this 
twenty first century. 
 

So, allow me to think a bit about ways this church might 
be in the new year & in the new years that lie ahead. 
 

Keep in mind our Mission Statement that was just passed 
at our last congregational meeting December 5th, 2010:

We're not here to be whatever it was we thought our 
grandparents were. The fact is that the majority of our 
members don't have grandparents in the church. We, each 
of us, are struggling to find what it means to be the church 
of "devoted followers of Christ" in our time & place.   
 
We may not do it like our ancestors do it.  We need the 
freedom to do a new thing. 
 

Some of our older members 
would like to emulate the 
"growing" churches around us. 
 You know the churches.  They 
all have watery images in the 
name of their churches. 
 "Spring Creek" "Fox River" 
"Poplar Creek". 

 
The reality is that each of these churches started over. 
And they are successful because they started from 
scratch. They are not tied to old idioms of faith.  They 
are free to think differently about how to be the church 
& their success is in part due to that. 
 
Here at the Evangelical & Reformed Church, we have a 
different problem. We have an older church in a new 
building. We are torn between two worlds . . . A world 
of heritage & a world of inheritance. And we have to 
pay attention to both at the same time. 
 
So, what should we be looking toward in this new 
year? Here are my New Year's Resolutions for us . . . 
 
 Let's give up the words "This is always how we 

did it in the past".  
The past is to be honored, but the past should not 
be our master. This affects a lot of aspects of the 
church's life.  The old hymns are wonderful & we 
should sing them.  But when we sing new songs, we 
should work to learn them rather than complain 
that we never learned them in Sunday school when 
we were 10 years old. 

 
 Let's pay more attention to the Church year, 

rather than the Calendar year.   
In our American culture we 
have many holy markers, 
but few of them are really 
Church holy days. 
Mother's Day is not a 
high holiday of the church.  
 

 
 
Neither is the Fourth of July, or Memorial Day or 
Labor Day.  These are all honorable days, but they 
are not church Holy Days.  

o The Advent Season may be a special case. 
 Advent is not Christmas. Advent is a 
season of waiting for Christmas, but 
Christmas actually begins on Christmas day 
& goes for 12 days until January 6th which 
is also known as "Three Kings Day". Is it 
possible to sing Advent songs in Advent & 
Christmas songs in Christmas? I don't 
know. 

 
 Support new ways of  worship ping our Lord.   

We have been expanding the 
instruments & ways of singing 
 in our worship.  We are 
working to make this a 
"blended" way (some modern 
& some ancient).  I would beg folks 
from both sides of this musical debate to be 
patient with the other.  Those who love the old 
music will find plenty of that for themselves.  I hope 
that we can gradually introduce more music of a 
more modern type as we move along. 
 

 Trust the Council.   
The Council is absolutely democratically 
elected. No "clique" in the church is in control of 
the council. They think freely & are deeply 
concerned about & aware of the congregation & 
its needs. I would hope that we would give the 
council its freedom to decide what is best for 
the congregation it represents. 
 

 I pray that each of us look to the future of the 
Church beyond the generations we represent.  

 
And may you each have a blessed new--and renewed--
year.

Since then, we were 
subjected to some unseasonal cold weather. 
Florida received record setting below freezing 
temperature in the farming area in the center of the 
state. 150,000 acres of sugar cane were frost damaged. 
Thousands of acres of tomatoes, peppers, lettuce, 
green beans, sweet corn, strawberries, etc. were 
ruined. Everyone in the U. S. will feel the results of this 
freeze showing up as higher prices for groceries with 
many items in short supply.
